Gorodeckoe Gulbishe 2006 – the early middle ages festival will be held during August 18-20, 2006. During these days a field camp of the Old Russian age will be deployed  on 13 hectare lot in a pictorial place near Khotykovo city, Segiev-Posad district, Moscow region.  

Surrounded with forest the meadow will come to life with the spirit of the forgotten age, raising the original picture of more than thousand years ago. Coming from nowhere the outlines of the tents and marquees will appear, the air will be filled with an ancient music. The hammer will jingle the anvil; the potter will twist his wheel on the handcraft street. The trade square will be filled with the noise, where rich merchants will offer their goods from the far lands. Old banners will rise; retinue will enter the field to challenge the daring.
We propose the unique possibility to fall into the atmosphere of the Old Russia before the Mongol conquer, touch the history and feel yourself as a part of it. 

The plotline of the “Gorodeckoe Gulbishe 2006” festival is the Old Russia and its northern neighbors from IX-XI centuries from the “Viking age” period. Today the idea of organizing public military-historical festivals is highly popular as never before. At liberty of the total interest to the events of the far past days and the raise of the patriotism in social conscience every year several attempts have been made to organize events dedicated to reenactment and reproduction of history of different ages. Such festivals as “1812 War”, “World War II”, “The advanced European Middle Ages” have already been presented to experienced audience, thus the ages of Old Russia origin and development is not yet covered in a correspondent order and waiting  its hour.   

The high important aims of the Festival are the development of patriotism and love to Motherland among Russian citizens, building a public information field dedicated to the subject of the Festival, the development of middle ages re-enactment in Russian Federation and the achievement of the new level.

The various program of the Festival includes opening ceremony, greetings from scientists, museum experts, introduction and participants parade, constant operating early middle ages camp, marches and military performance, historical theatre performance, rock and folk music concerts, night grand fireworks and fire show with burning arrows, contests of historical dress and armor, sword-fencing tournaments, archery tournaments, Old Russian handcraft master class; folk games program, archery and spear throwing attractions, photographs in historical dresses, audience contests, entourage feast with middle age live music for groups of tourists.  

The heroic spirit of the Varangian campaigns, romantic archeology fleur and love for history attracts both young generation and grownups. The weekend presumes an active family vocation. About 5000 guests will attend the Festival from Moscow and surrounding regions, including children excursion groups, Moscow guests and tourists. The mentioned numbers are received from the experience of the similar events from the past organized in Russian Federation, including the influence of the nearby capital.  

In order to provide a comfortable transfer to Festival the organizers have planned the following variants. Centralized tourist groups transfer from Moscow and Sergiev Posad and back. Organization of a regular bus from Khotykovo city and back during daytime. Parking place for visitors arriving on private transport. 

Visitors willing to stay at the Festival for a number of days will have an opportunity to use a camping with tents. A possibility exists to rent a room in the hotels nearby Khotykovo city and Sergiev Posad.
